Abstract

This article presents an issue that has not been addressed so far in Romanian
literature, namely the psychological issues within the mentoring relationship.
Even in foreign literature, experts have explored more mentoring as such and
less the psychological foundations of the relationship that builds in this context.
This article points out that the effectiveness of the mentoring relationship is
influenced primarily by the mentor(S personality characteristics, such as
generativity, empathy, easiness in establishing interpersonal relationships,
positive attitude toward mentee, self-efficacy and integrity or moral verticality.
Benefits of mentorship are found both in the case of the mentee and mentor,
in terms of instrumental and psychosocial effects. We explored not only the
benefits of the mentoring relationship but also any negative patterns that
may occur under these conditions. Given the complexity of the mentor(s role

Abstract

Resource allocation is an important issue for managers and for the members
of a team, and its fair solution is not possible without math. From simple
fractions to the more complex mathematical models is nevertheless a long
way. A general observation is that, usually, the resources are limited, or they
have an accumulation rate slower than the peoplelS demands or needs, which
causes dissatisfaction and even conflicts among the group members. This
article addresses this issue with the use of mathematical support.
Mathematics tells us that if we choose resource allocations strategies which
allow every person to be satisfied with the resources he/she receives, or if
the resources are shared in a [fghtCway, the dissatisfaction will be less
frequent and with a lower intensity. This article presents, in an accessible
way, some mathematical models which could be used as practical applications
in entrepreneurial education or math classes in high-school, that give students
a base for further discussions and learning.

ICT IN THE FIRST GRADES OF PRIMARY SCHOOL IN
MONTENEGRO

Abstract

This paper is exploratory in nature and refers to the contemporary
methodological aspects of ICT implementation in early school education .[]
Having in mind the importance of the need to modernize the process of
knowledge acquisition in early school age, according to which education
should be adapted to the studentsCindividual characteristics and needs, itis
pointed out that modern information technology has great potential in the first
grades.

The study was conducted in three regions of Montenegro on a sample of 420
primary school teachers. The sample was heterogeneous both in terms of
work experience and qualifications.[Two goals have been highlighted:[The
theoretical aim of this paper is to highlight the need for modernization of
primary school education; while, the research objective of this paper is to
investigate the presence of ICT in the organization and implementation of
primary school education, and the ability of teachers to apply it in their work.
The results show an uneven geographical distribution of ICT in schools by
region, but also a wide variety of answers regarding the independent variables:
work experience and educational background of the respondents.We have
identified some of the problems in teaching practice regarding the application
of ICT in primary school education from the perspective of teachers and
proposed measures in the conclusion to improve the current situation.
